I have just received an urgent message from Professor Mary Esther Dakubu requesting me to 
write and fax a reference to you in connection with her application for the position of Director 
of the proposed West African Research Center in Dakar. 

Professor Dakubu 1s a distinguished scholar of Afncan linguistics, who is well known for her 
research on Ga-Dangme and other Ghanaian languages. In d1e field of language she has 
published in different areas mcluding descriptive, comparative/ hjstorical, dialect, and 
sociolinguistic studies. Her interests outside language a'lso cover a wide area, including 
literature, history and anthropology. Professor Dakubu is not only a first-riite scholar, she is 
extremely effective at coordinatiJ,.g and publishing joinr. research projeds. From the West 
African Data Sheers Vol. 1 &.2 to the more recent publication on English in Ghana, you will 
find that she has edited quite a number of volumes. I have had occasion to complement her on 
this, knowing how difficult it is to get cootributocs to honor deadlines. As Director of the 
University of Ghana Language Center for many years, she has had good experience of 
administration and coordination of staff, as well as budgeting and management of resoUICes. 
Professor Dakubu 1s a most efficient conference organizer. On the three occasions that t.he 
West Afhean Lingmstic Society has held its Congresses in Ghana, Profe~sor Dakubu has 
been one of the maiD organizers and s:he 1s: very good 'w-ith desig.n.ing conference programs . In 
fact, at the last W ALS Congress in Abidjan, she and another colleague had to take ovet and 
produce a program, when the loca.l organ-izing committee was unable to produce one. 

It should be cl~r from the lrttle I have said so far tlu,t I consider Pr-~fessor Daku bu 
highly qualified for this appointment. She is well-respected. in academic circles in West 
Africa and I am sure that if she is appointed, her colleagues (including myself) wtll consider 
that it is a well.deserved appointment.

The West African Research Association (W ARA), a scholarly association whose headquarters 
are at the University of Wisconsin-Madison, is seeking a director for its center in Dakar, Senegal. 
The mandate of W ARA is to promote scholarly exchange and research collaboration between the 
United States and West Africa. W ARA currently receives its principal funding from the U.S. 
Department of Education and the United States Information Agency. Efforts will be pursued 
vigorously to secure additional funding from other sources. W ARC/CROA (West African 
Research Center/Centre de Recherche Ouest Africaine) is an AORC (American Overseas 
Research Center) and W ARA is a member organization of CAO RC (Council of American 
Overseas Research Centers), headquartered at the Smithsonian Institute in Washington, D.C. 

The WARC/CROA director manages a facility of some 15 rooms located near the Universite 
Cheikh Anta Diop in the Fann-Residence neighborhood. The Center includes a library and 
reading rooms, a seminar or lecture room, the Regional Electronic Database and computer lab, 
several offices for visiting scholars, and administrative offices. The director manages a staff of 
nine professional and service personnel. The director works very closely with and reports 
periodically to the W ARA Executive Board and its officers. It is also important that s/he work 
closely with the officers and members of the Association de Recherche Ouest-Africaine 
(AROA), the regional counterpart of W ARA, to generate collaborative scholarly and cultural 
activities. 

The regional nature of W ARA/W ARC cannot be overemphasized; WARA/W ARC's vocation is 
to enhance and develop effective collaborative work between American researchers and research 
institutions and their West African counterparts. More information may be obtained through the 
W ARC/CROA office in Dakar, the Madison, Wisconsin W ARA office, or on the following 
websites: http://polyglot.lss.wisc.edu/afrst/wara/html 
http://www.sas.upenn.edu/ African-Studies/W ARA. 

Ordinarily, the W ARC/CROA director will be a U.S. citizen or have a strong U.S. university 
experience. The director will be expected, among other activities, to: 
- participate in the elaboration of the Center's annual budget; 
- oversee and report on the Center's budget according to strict guidelines; 
- facilitate the West African study and research activities ofW ARA members 

and associates. 
- set up research programs for AROA & WARA members; 

-over-



- organize a program of lectures, round tables, and seminars by local and 
visiting scholars designed to share the fruits of their research and 
reflection in all disciplines on West Africa; 

- edit and disseminate a biannual newsletter; 
- actively engage in fund-raising and grant writing; 
- develop and seek collaborators for new Center projects; 
- coordinate academic programs organized through W ARA/W ARC; 
- act as liaison between WARA and AROA and help in the setting up of a Joint Committee 

whose initial mandate would be to develop a research focus theme for a period of 3 to 5 
years. The Joint Committee would also work towards developing an appropriate theme 
for a Second International W ARA Conference in the region (2001). 

Qualifications of candidates should include: 
- fluency in English and French; 
- prior administrative experience; 
- advanced degree and preferably a Ph.D. in an Africa-related field; 
- knowledge of American university structures and American as well as 

international funding agencies; 
- experience of living and working in Africa. 

Salary will be $21,000-28,000 per annum, depending on experience. The Director is encouraged 
to pursue his/her own research interest in the region. An additional research allowance may be 
allocated on the basis of a sound proposal submitted to the W ARA Executive Board. Candidates 
should send a letter of interest, a CV, and 3 letters of reference to: WARA/ Department of 
African Languages and Literature, Room 1414 Van Hise Hall, 1220 Linden Drive, University of 
Wisconsin, Madison, WI 53 706, USA.

An opening was recently announced for the directorship of the 
West African Research Center in Dakar. I would very much like to 
apply for this position. 

I am a development sociologist, fluent in French, with 
specialties in West Africa and, more recently, the Maghreb. I did 
my doctoral research in the Benin Republic (1968-70), and, in 
alternation with teaching positions in the U.S., later held a 
Fulbright in Sierra Leone ( 1977-80), and then taught at the 
University of Port Harcourt in Nigeria (1982-88). My West African 
work was partly historical (interwar anticolonial movements, 
precolonial state formation, trans-Saharan trade) and partly turned 
towards contemporary development issues (rural-urban migration and 
ethno- occupational linkages, in Sierra Leone, and employee housing, 
industrial growth, and cross-border trade, in the Nigerian case). 

Since returning from Nigeria, I have held various visiting 
positions in Sociology, and have also done some consultancy work: 
various Francophone development training workshops, including a 
month-long seminar in Tchad; a social impact design in Guinea; and 
French-English translation of project materials for Africare. My 
interest in trans-Saharan connections led to a research Fulbright 
in Morocco in 1993-94, focused on the twentieth-century Moroccan­
African trade. I have returned several times since for further 
research on the oasis societies of Morocco's southern, 11 pre­
Saharan11 rim. 

Apart from my own research, writing and editorial activities 
have been particularly important to me. I have done many manuscript 
and book reviews, produced newsletters and development training 
materials, and handled several French-English translation jobs. In 
1997-98 I took a number of editing courses (at Temple and George 
Washington Universities), and began doing further freelance 
editorial and translation work. 

In this intermediate zone between academe and more applied 
sorts of writing and research, I especially welcome the varied 
activities and West African focus that the WARC directorship 
entails. I would be particularly enthusiastic about developing 



research initiatives, promoting individual research, creating 
collaborative ties between scholars and institutions, and 
organizing lectures and seminars. Evaluating existing research 
efforts and setting new directions, on the one hand, supportive 
encouragement, collaborative networking, and dissemination of 
results, on the other, are activities at which I excel. And nothing 
interests and challenges me more than West Africa itself. 

Substantively, there is no end to interesting research 1aeas. 
Some areas, however, seem especially pertinent to the West African 
region today: issues relating to regional integration and cross­
border trade; the processes and consequences of out-migration to 
Europe and the United States; transnational cultural dynamics, 
including West African exports of art and artists; tensions along 
the ethnocultural fault lines of the Sahara and Sahel; and factors 
promoting the collapse or stabilization of states. 

I enclose a vi ta, am requesting references, and would be 
pleased to provide other materials at your request. I look forward 
to hearing from you in due course.

Jibrin Ibrahim alerted me to the fact that he wished to list 
my name as a reference during a conference in Madison he attended 
last month, as I am not surprised to receive a specific request 
from him to offer a testimonial i n relation to his application as 
WARA Director. 

I have a high regard for Ibrahim as a scholar, although I do 
not have extensive direct experience of his performance. My 
first knowledge of his standing came in the early 1990s, when we 
were organizing in Madison a conference on the theme of "dilemmas 
of democracy in Nigeria", with financial support from the United 
States Information Agency . We were anxious to secure the 
participation of the most talented and respected Nigerian 
scholars able to contribute to such a project, especially from 
Nigeria itself, and consulted widely both amongst Nigeria 
specialists in the United States, and within Nigeria. The name 
of Jibrin Ibrahim quickly came to our attention. 

He responded favorably to our invitation to participate in 
the conference which finally took place i n November 1995. He was 
one of the most valuable contributors, both in the paper he 
prepared and the active role he assumed in the discussions. His 
paper was one which was retained to appear in the published 
volume edited by the conference co-organizer, Paul Beckett, and 
myself, which appeared in 1997 under the title of DILEMMAS OF 
DEMOCRACY IN NIGERIA (University of Rochester Press). I was 
particularly impressed by his breadth of vision, which was 
detached from his own northern origin, and his comparative 
knowledge and experience, in part a product of his doctoral 
training in France (very unusual for a Nigerian). 

Thus, when we began seeking African scholars for a very 
differently conceived 1999 conference (partly supported by the 
MacArthur Foundat ion), on the theme of "Beyond State Crisis in 
Africa and Eurasia? The Quest for the Efficacious State", the 
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name of Ibrahim immediately came to mind. Again, among the 
African participants, he was perhaps the most judicious and 
thoughtful. 

Thus my observation of Ibrahim has come solely through the 
somewhat limited context of these two conferences. I am able to 
attest that he is a personable young scholar of broad 
intellectual culture. He moves comfortably in a number of 
cultural contexts. His visibility as a scholar is documented by 
his extensive publication list, and the number of visiting 
appointments he has held in major overseas universities: 
Fribourg, Stockholm, Toronto, London. Through his fluency in 
French has strong credentials to operate throughout the West 
African region. He has been active in CODESRIA affairs, an 
important pan-African intellectual center; his involvement there 
bespeaks his standing in African scholarly circles more broadly. 

My very positive assessment of Ibrahim is thus unqualified; 
nothing in my experience with him give me any hesitation in 
expressing strong support for his candidacy. The limitations in 
this evaluation lie in the brevity of my actual direct 
associations with him.
